Known Issues

e GVl is not currently compatible with Windows Xp 64 / 64-bit CPUs.

e GVI does not currently access .gig file help documents. Documents can be
opened directly from the .gig file directory in the appropriate reader app.

e For use with Ableton Live, GVI should be installed into the Steinberg VST
directory instead of the default TASCAM directory.

e Itis currently necessary to uncheck the Fast Bounce checkbox when bouncing a

GVI track in SONAR.

e Itis not currently possible to open the ASIO control panel of the Echo AudioFire

12 from within the GVI Configuration window.

e Itis not currently possible to run multiple instances of GVI in Steinberg’s Cubase

or Nuendo on a multi-processor (dual core) machine. The workaround is to
uncheck “Multi Processing” in Devices > Device Setup > VST Audiobay >
Expert.

e Itis not currently possible to run multiple instances of GVI in Pro Tools on a
multi-processor (dual core) machine. The workaround is to set “RTAS
Processors” to “1 Processor” in Setup > Playback Engine.

e When running in standalone mode, it is currently not possible to change output
channel selections after the sampler has been reset. The workaround is to exit

GVI & re-launch it.
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
